the Diocese as ofÖ.í number?î  That number is comprised of the two loans that St. 
Therese owes the Diocese, any outstanding monthly bills and any interest accrued 
on outstanding payments to the Diocese and from the loans.  It may seem like that 
number never changes, but it does.  It may seem like it we wonít ever get out of 
debt, but we can and we will.  Below you will see the progress that we have made 
in less than 2 years.  We have paid off over $300,000 in principle debt, plus 
kept up on our month-to-month bills!  In the future so we all can see our pro-
gress, the amount reported in the bulletin will be our principal debt without the in-
terest.
